Students:

Please be sure to clean the aisle area before and after you ride.

Please clean the wash stall so dirt and manure do not go down the drain.

Please clean your tack before you put it away (Murphy’s oil soap and water on a damp sponge and wipe with a towel).

Please put bridles and girths together on the proper hooks 

and saddles on the proper racks.

Always make sure pony is properly cleaned before and after your lesson.

Failure to take care of your responsibilities can result in a $25 clean up fee per incident.

Ask your instructor if you have any questions.

Students:

It is your responsibility to behave in a manor that is respectful towards your instructor, your fellow students, the horse or pony you ride, and the equipment you borrow! 

As we are trying to maintain an atmosphere that is polite and courteous to others, we will excuse students and guests from the lesson or property without refund if they are exhibiting poor sportsmanship or rude behavior.

Minor children must be supervised by an adult while on the property at Misty Brae Farm.

Hard hat, and boots with a hard smooth sole and a heel must be worn while riding.

Please no rubber boots or full chaps.

Arrive on time for your lesson wearing neat workman like attire and riding a properly groomed pony.

Policies and Rules
For safety reasons, Parents are responsible for the supervision of any minor children before and after their lesson times. It is the Parents responsibility to supervise all minor children when not participating in lessons while they are here at Misty Brae Farm. 

Students or guests with displaying poor sportsmanship or very rude behavior will be excused from their lesson or the property with no refund. We wish to maintain a polite and courteous atmosphere.

The Client represents and acknowledges that the care, use, training and riding of a horse is inherently difficult and dangerous and involves substantial risk both to individuals, their property and their animals, including, but not limited to 1) the propensity of equines to behave in dangerous ways which may result in injury; 2) the inability to predict an equine’s reaction to sounds, movements, objects, persons, or animals; and 3) hazards of surface or subsurface conditions, both known and unknown.
